Every year prior to the Fine Art Woodworking Show at the Orange County
Fair I try to remind all of you Artisans out there about finishing touches for your
pieces, and this year won’t be any different.

The following phrase should be stricken from your lexicon immediately,
“Well, no one will see the bottom”. The judges will, and they’ll see the inside
too. They’ll see the stop blocks you use for your drawers, so remember what
you’re mom told you about having clean drawers. The judges will see everything
from battens to screw heads, from nicks and cracks to blemishes and fisheyes, so
for Pete’s sake treat everything on your piece as if it were the focal point of your
project. Another thing, don’t shortchange your project on material, and
hardware. Use the best, because that is what your piece is supposed to be, the
best.

This small-lidded bowl was
turned from Ohia, a common wood in Hawaii, and was finished
in oil. It was inspired by the Bob Rosand demonstration with
beads from top to bottom. Jim Anderson performed the
judging of the pieces. Quite a few hollowed out turnings were
entered,; it is good to see the gain in participation.

Show and tell has also gained in entrants. Pieces from very small earrings to a large 3-foot turned post, with
several pieces in between were displayed. They included bowls, jigs, and Denise Paley’s husband’s shredded
sweatshirt. It seems she got too chummy with the grinder.

An Open Shop Tour will be held at Al Whitcomb’s on May 19". Al seems to be a busy man; furniture builder,
turner, pen maker, and now he will have to stop and sweep up to make room for coffee and donuts. See you
there for an interesting and fun time.

A tool sharpening class, hands-on, will be held at David Wade’s shop in the near future. This get-together is
due to popular demand. So plan on gathering your turning tools and see how the master sharpener can fix you

up.
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At the March 1% Board of Directors Meeting we held a discussion on ways to improve participation in the
Orange County Fair. Last year there were fewer pieces than previous years. Ed Straub has developed four
new posters to be placed in businesses around the county to bring more awareness. The club also advertises in
several magazines and attempts to get newspaper coverage. Prize monies were discussed and whether or not
that induces entrants. San Diego Fair’s first prize is $200 compared to Orange County’s $75 which seems to be
a large span. Since San Diego draws participants from around the world, it seems that prize money might make
a difference. My understanding is that the State determines the prize monies, but we had no understanding of
the criteria. | will attempt to find out and report on this later. There was no consensus of opinion whether
Industry Awards make a difference in inducing participation. More display cabinets (probably a budget
problem) and better placement of the cabinets and furniture displays was also brought up. The management of
the Orange County Fair is planning to build up to a world-class wood show so our support is important. In
summation though, it is quite exciting for you, your family and friends to proclaim that they saw your work at
the fair. In addition, if you are inclined to sell, it’s a good place to start. So please, consider joining in and reap
the rewards.

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In order to encourage turners to stretch themselves and attempt new techniques, part of each
meeting is devoted to "show and tell" and a monthly "challenge™, most often based on the
previous month's demonstration. Turners are encouraged to show what they've been working
on. For those who participate in the challenge, items are judged and the winner receives a
small prize.

OC Turners Ironman Challenge

What Is It?

A program to get people to try different things. By rising to each challenge, you will take your woodturning to
new levels. An Ironman is one who completes all challenges for 12 consecutive months. Those who participate
will be listed on the website and given some special recognition during a Turners meeting. You do NOT have to
be a master turner . . . the idea is to participate.

Also, understanding that there are a few things that could actually cause you to miss a meeting (family, health,
job, tsunamis), we have established a few rules, as follows:

Challenge Rules

e Entries must not have been shown before.

e If you miss a month's challenge, you can bring a "makeup" to either of the next two meetings that have a
challenge. The makeup item will not be judged.

e If you bring a make-up item, you must also bring the challenge item for the current month.

e Itis the responsibility of the participant to make sure their name is recorded each month!

e You'll be a better turner
e Your participation may encourage someone else to be involved
e You get your name on the website
